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Dear Families

The month of October is a very busy one at Leechpool, as all the children have now
settled into their classes and assessments of the children’s strengths have been updated.
We have a great deal planned to continue to ensure the children have the right access to
the curriculum according to their needs. Further information will be shared in our half
termly curriculum newsletter. As a school, we are working very hard to ensure that we are
continuing to raise achievement and outcomes across the school in a relevant and
engaging way for all children of the school. Full attendance of all children is key to
achieving improved outcomes. Attendance across the school for the month of September
was 96.2% the national figure for the same period was 95.6%.

The responses from the smartphone survey (sent in July 2025), have been collated and
analysed. Thank you to everyone who took the time to respond to the survey, the
responses are available to see on our website.

76% of respondents from the survey said that they would be interested in additional
support for parents on the topic of smartphones. In response to this, Daniel Sykes (Cyber
Protect Officer from Surrey and Sussex Police) will be running a workshop for parents on
20th November in the morning. A letter will be sent with details about how to attend,
closer to the time. The workshop will focus on keeping children safe online, and will end
with a Q&A session for families.
